This warning was included when I found this information. I personally have not lost any data except, of course, when using the Initialize function. It is still a good idea to backup your work. I backup before I turn my D-10 off because you never know when the battery is going to go dead, especially if you bought your synth used like I did.

Turn on power while holding down these buttons...

TUNE/FUNCTION + WRITE
Initialize D-10/20. it puts Group b tones into Group i and all the performance patches are named <Initial Patch>, though they each have different settings. If you want a true factory reset there are files available from Roland on AOL (Keyword: Roland) and at their web site (http://www.rolandus.com).

EXIT + EDIT
Puts the D-10/20 into diagnostic mode which allows you to perform the following tests. Hold down the EXIT button , then press the second button.



EXIT + EDIT
Memory Test: performs 3 different memory tests: W,T, and C. W and T always come out OK for me though I don't know what they mean. I assume C is for MEMORY CARD. I only have a ROM card and when it's in I get C=P.ON(protection on). When it's out I get C=NC (no card).

W=OK T=OK C=P.ON
EXIT + TUNE/FUNCTION
Controller Test: shows the value of the BENDER (Bend), MODULATION (Mod), VALUE (Val) slider and which button (SW) you press. The keys play an organ tone. Bend displays a value between -127 and +127 as the pitch bends between -1oct and +1oct. Mod and Val display a value between 00 and 127 as the pitch bends between the standard pitch and +1oct. SW shows you what button you press.

LCD Test, All Off: darkens the entire display to make sure no pixels are stuck on.

EXIT + DATA TRANSFER
LCD Test, All On: lights up the entire display to make sure no pixels are stuck off.

EXIT + ENTER
LED Test: Lights each LED one at a time and then lights them all at once. The speed of the test is determined by the VALUE slider. Notice the START LED lights up orange! This is because it is both a red and a green LED in one, when both parts are lit it becomes orange.
